NOTICE: You do NOT have to install the AdSense Tracker scripts on every domain

that you wish to track. You can install it on one domain and place the code on as many
domains as you wish. The domains are separated out in the statistics automatically.

INSTRUCTIONAL VIDEOS ARE AVAILABLE

If you are not familiar with Control Panel, MySQL and/or uploading files to your website,
you can watch the instruction video tutorials that will walk you through the three aspects
of installing the AdSense Tracker that are described in this document:

1. Creating a MySQL database for the software.
2. Uploading the AdSense Tracker files to your website.
3. Running the installation script.

UPLOADING THE SCRIPTS:

Uploading AdSense Tracker is easy:

1) First, create a directory called "astracker” on your webserver. This is the directory
where all of the files found in the ZIP archive that this guide came with will be uploaded.

2) Upload all of the files from the ZIP archive into the new "astracker" directory.

3) Make sure that the settings.php file has public WRITE privileges. To accomplish this,
you can do one of two things:

- Execute the FTP command for this manually:
CHMOD 777 settings.php

- Or use your FTP program to set the permissions.
Most FTP programs let you set the file permissions

on a UNIX server. They often display the permissions
in a grid like this:

Owner Group World
Read Read Read
Write Write Write
Execute Execute Execute

If yours works this way, give Read, Write and Execute privileges to the Owner, the
Group and the World. This is usually done by checking boxes next to Read, Write,
and Execute.

NOTICE: If you are on a Windows server you probably will not need to set any
permissions at all. But all UNIX or Linux based servers require you to do so.



CREATING A MYSOL DATABASE:

Skip this section if your web host assigns a database name to your account or you will
be installing the AdSense Tracker into a pre-existing database. This section is only
necessary if you want to create a new database for the AdSense Tracker.

Creating the Database in CPanel

The first thing to do is to login to your host's CPanel, which will give you a screen with a
list of icons similar to this:
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Click on the "MySQL Databases" icon, which will bring you to a new screen, part of
which will look something like this:

In the field labeled "Db:", put the name you want the CG database to have (typically
"astracker"). Then click "Add Db".

Then under "Users:", in the field labeled "Username:", put the username of a new
MySQL user you will create that you want to install CG with (typically "astracker"). Then
choose a password and put it in the "Password:" field. Then click "Add User".

Now, from the "User:" drop-down list, select the username of the user you just created.
It will usually be preceeded by your CPanel username (i.e., if your CPanel username is
"myhost" and the username you created was "astracker”, the full MySQL username will
be "myhost_astracker"). From the "Db:" drop-down list, select the database that you
created. It, too, will usually be preceeded by your CPanel username. Make sure the
"ALL" box is selected next to the "Privileges:" label, and then click "Add User to Db".

Make a note of the FULL name of the MySQL database you created, as well as the
FULL MySQL username you created as well as the password you chose, then move on
to the next section.



RUNNING THE INSTALL SCRIPT:

4) Point your browser to the "install.php” file in the new directory. An example would be:

http://www.mydomain.com/astracker/install.php

5) At the "Install AdSense Tracker" screen, you will see the following screen:

Fill in the fields as follows:
1. MySQL Server (host or ip):

This is usually "localhost", and is the host name or IP address of the server
where MySQL server is installed.

2. Database Name:
The FULL name of the MySQL database you created previously.
3. MySQL Username:

The FULL username of the MySQL user you created previously.



4. Password:
The password you selected for the MySQL user you created.
5. Login Username:

The username that you want to use to login to the AdSense Tracker (it doesn't
have to be the same as the MySQL username you created).

6. Password:
The password you want to use to login to CG.
Click "Install". If you do not see any error messages displayed on the screen, the

installation was successful and you can click the link provided to login to the AdSense
Tracker.



PUTTING YOUR TRACKING CODE ON YOUR WEB PAGES:

On each page of EVERY site/domain that you want to track AdSense on, add this line
just beneath the LAST OCCURANCE of the AdSense code (and beneath the
WebSearch HTML if you want to track WebSearches), replacing (of course) with your
own domain and chosen directory.

<script language="javascript'
src="http://www.mydomain.com/astracker/ast.php'></s cript>

NOTICE: The code should only be placed on your pages ONCE, even if you have
multiple AdSense ad blocks on the page. Place the code beneath the LAST occurance
of the AdSense code.

If you are using the custom channels feature, use this code format:

<script language="javascript’
src="http://www.mydomain.com/astracker/ast.php?ch=1 2345'></script>

Where '12345' is replaced with the custom channel id you setup.

NOTICE: Your custom channels do not have to be only numeric. You can have
alphanumeric channels or just alpha channels (i.e. "mychannel123" or "mychannel" is
fine for custom channels).

NOTICE: Google channels are tracked automatically. You need not do any work for
that. Only if you want to setup separate channels of your own that are not Google
channels do you need to add the 'ch' querystring variable to the script source.

Also note that custom channels take precedence over Google channels. You cannot
track both a Google channel and a custom channel on the same page.

That's all there is to it. The tracker will start collecting data and report on it.
